POSITION SUMMARY: The Food Service Worker is in the front-end component of the dining
services operation ensuring students, staff and other guests receive a pleasant and memorable
experience. This person monitors setup, maintenance, cleanliness, and safety of dining areas.
Reports directly Executive Chef and Head Chef.

Classification: Full-time; Non-exempt

Typical Duties:

Display a pleasant demeanor and helpful attitude in all interactions with people.

Set up dining room for serving meals, including set tables with linens, condiments, or
other supplies.

Scrape and stack dirty dishes and carry dishes and other tableware to kitchen for
cleaning

Clean up spilled food or drink or broken dishes and remove empty bottles and trash
Serve meals, taking care to clean, restock as needed to facilitate customer service.
Maintain adequate supplies of items such as clean linens, silverware, glassware,
dishes, trays, or other supplies.

Locate item requested by guests

Able to work at a rapid pace while maintaining attention to detail, ability to multi-task
Anticipate guest needs and ensure that service meet/exceeds expectations to
ensure a memorable and pleasant dining experience

Must be skilled in time management and takes immediate action to correct any
issues that may arise.

Assist with banquet set up and break down.

Proper use and care of dishwashing machine

Always ensures a clean and workable kitchen area, performing required cleaning,
such as sweeping and mopping floors, washing worktables, walls, refrigerators, and
meat blocks

Segregate and remove trash and garbage and place it in designated containers
Steam-clean or hose-out garbage can

Remove and break down any boxes from kitchen
